· Each participant may enter in up to three (3) categories.

Roundstc "Rounds"
· There will be ONE round of competition for each category. 
· There will be two judges in each round scoring rubric for each entry. 

Regional Awardstc "Regional Awards"
· The top 20%tile in each category, at each IE Regional event, will be recognized as a Regional Finalists.

· No showcase of winning or qualifying scenes will take place at the regional competitions. There are also no further performance opportunities.
· Ribbons will be awarded at the closing ceremony at the State Conference.
National/State Showcase Qualifyingtc "National/State Showcase Qualifying"
· The top 10%tile in each category qualify for nationals and receive an invitation to the State Showcase Event which take place on Thursday evening. 
· National Qualifiers may attend the EdTA National Festival whether or not they attend State Showcase.

· Those selected to Showcase at State will be selected from the Thursday evening performances.

· National Qualifiers will receive ribbons at the closing ceremony at the State Conference.
Disqualificationstc "Disqualifications"
· Performers will be disqualified for violating the spirit of the regulations governing the competition and the individual events as determined by the Washington State Thespian Board.

· Disqualifications usually happen as a result of not fully understanding the rules and rarely out-and-out cheating. To avoid being disqualified, remember that the competition is all about adjudicating hard work, talent, and the power of the performer. Hence, read the rules carefully and avoid  the use of costumes and/or props that are nonessential to the understanding of the scene.

· Performers and the adviser may appeal a disqualification to the state board either at the competition or at the next state board meeting. The decision of the board is final.
Guidelines for Acting & Musical Adjudicated Categoriestc "Guidelines for Acting & Musical Competative Categories"
For All Categoriestc "For All Categories"
1.
No costumes, coordinated clothing, or theatrical make up are allowed. Participants are encouraged to dress how they would for a general audition or a job interview.

2.
Only integral hand props may be used.

3.
Only students from the same school or troupe may combine to enter duo/group scenes and duet/group musical scenes

4.
All scenes should have an introduction or slate which may only include students’ number or name in the state showcase, title of selection, name of the playwright, and the name(s) of character(s) played. Time begins once a performer concludes the introduction.

5.
All performance events are limited to five minutes except MONOLOGUE which is limited to 3 MINUTES total for the two contrasting pieces, with a 15 second grace period, after the introduction. Students who go over the time limit will not be eligible for showcasing at state.

6.
All performance spaces will be equipped with three chairs and a small table (card table size).

7.
Material (except pantomime, which must be orginal) may only be drawn from published scripts written for theatre. Works from other forms such as movies, poetry, fiction, and song lyrics are not permitted.
Monologue Rulestc "Monologue Rules"
1.
Students must present two contrasting selections that may be from different time periods, styles, genres or moods.

2.
The actor plays only one role in each selection, but may act and react as if others were present.

3.
The two contrasting selections combined cannot exceed three minutes.

4.
The introduction must be for both selections.
Duo Acting Rulestc "Duo Acting Rules"
1.
Each participant must be actively involved in the scene.

2.
Each actor in the scene may only portray one character.

3.
Selection cannot exceed five minutes.
Group Scene (3-16 students all from the same troupe or school)tc "Group Scene"
1.
Each participant must be actively involved in the scene.

2.
Each actor in the scene may only portray one character.

3.
Selection cannot exceed five minutes.
Pantomime Solo or Duo Rulestc "Pantomime (Solo or Duo) Rules"
1.
Entrant(s) may present one selection. 

2.
Solo or Duo performances only. 

3.
Must be original; no reenactments (Marcel Marceau, Red Skelton, etc.)

4.
No lip synching or audible vocal sounds by the performer(s) are permitted.

5.
Performer(s) must use prerecorded, nonvocal musical accompaniment or prerecorded nonvocal sound effects. 

6.
Cannot exceed five (5) minutes. 

7.
The introduction must include only the entrant’s (or entrants’) name(s), troupe number, and title of pantomime piece. Time begins when a performer(s) moves after conclusion of introduction. 

8.
Props or theatrical makeup are not allowed. In a duet mime, an actor wearing dance wear and coordinated clothing of combinations of black and white or colors is acceptable if, in the opinion of the adjudicators, it does not costume the character in a traditional way (appropriate to the time and place of the piece as written). Care should be taken to avoid replicating a nontraditional costume style associated with the selection.

PERFORMING RIGHTS INFORMATION

Permission requirements
NIES audition participants are required to comply with the law in the use of copyrighted material. Each NIES audition entrant must provide, at the time of registration, proof of permission to perform any copyrighted material used in the performance.
 

The Educational Theatre Association has negotiated arrangements with play publishers and leasing agents that have simplified the process of securing performance rights for most of the material used in the Festival’s NIES.
 

For monologues, duet acting, and group acting selections, agreements are in place with publishers that allow participants to perform copyrighted material in most instances without making a formal permission request. Some publishers grant blanket permission for the use of the works in their catalogues. One, Samuel French, publishes a “Green Light List” of titles for which permission is granted (and a “Red Light List,” for which it is not).

In some instances the participant is required to pay a royalty fee for using the material if he or she is selected to perform it in the showcase at the conclusion of the Festival. Refer to the PDF “Securing Performance Rights” and the Samuel French Red Light and Green Light lists, all linked below, for specific requirements by each publisher.
 

If the permission status of a script is not covered in our “Securing Performance Rights” document, the NIES audition participant must obtain written permission directly from the publisher or copyright holder and provide proof of permission at the time of registration.

 
For solo musical, duet musical, group musical selections, explicit individual permission is not required. An agreement is in place to consider NIES performances of music and lyrics as educational use, since the showcase performances are adjudicated.

NIES audition participants are required to comply with the law in the use of copyrighted

material—monologues and scenes from published plays. Since EdTA now provides

judges at the Showcase, permission is no longer required for musical pieces. Each NIES

audition entrant is required to provide, at the time of registration, proof of permission to

perform any copyrighted material used in the performance.

It is the responsibility of the NIES audition participant or his or her school to contact the

publisher or licensing agent of the copyrighted material and to request permission to

perform the piece. Request permission early to avoid missing the deadline.

On the day of the event, one student may substitute for another in the same category and at the same fee. 
NO additions are allowed on the day of the event without incurring the $100 late registration fee.
