To apply, each student must:

• Complete in full the Thespian scholarship auditions form.  This form includes space for a résumé.

• Be registered as an inducted Thespian of  the home school and through International Thespian Society as of March 1, 2009.

• Have a minimum 2.7 grade point average.

• Be a graduating senior (graduated spring of 2009; juniors may not audition).

• Intend to use the grant to further her or his education by majoring theatre
General audition guidelines

Students applying for auditions must register for the entire week-end of the Festival and must participate in the auditions at the Festival. All applicants for auditions must have at least one director or one adult chaperone in attendance for the weekend of State Festival.

by March 5, 2009. Forms received after March 5 will not be accepted. There will be no refund

of the audition application fee due to cancellation or disqualification.

Audition sign-ups. Students who have applied to participate in the audition program must sign up for an audition time at the registration desk in the lobby before 10:00 a.m. Friday, March 20th.

All students will be assigned audition slots as they arrive at the sign-up table. All students must be prepared to sign up for a Friday audition session; they may be scheduled on that day. The projected audition schedule— subject to change based on the number of applicants—is: Friday or Saturday.

The audition session. 
The emphasis during the auditions must be on presentation, interview and performance. The performing area will be approximately 5’ x 5’. No special lighting will be available.  Before your introduction, you will be allowed to set the stage. You may not use additional set pieces and you must supply any needed

hand props. Costumes are not permitted. Dress neatly—it makes a good impression. Musical auditions must be accompanied by your pre-recorded CD, iPod or Cassette taped music. No playback machines will 

be provided by Thespians.

The presentation to the representatives must include an  introduction (name and school) plus an oral indication of whether you have given a letter of intent to a college/university.
Auditions must be solo presentations. Other students may not perform with you. You will be asked to begin your audition with only an introduction (name; school; name of selection(s)). Students will be allowed a maximum of two minutes (not including the introduction). Time will be called if students exceed the two-minute maximum. Time will not permit oral or written critiques. Audition sessions are closed to delegates who are not auditioning. In the performance category you may perform one two-minute selection (song or monologue) or two contrasting one-minute selections (two monologues or one song/one monologue). Taped music ONLY will be permitted, and no singing a cappella. When choosing your performance piece, please avoid selections with dialects, accents, and any classical material unless you have been specifically trained in these areas.

Technical theatre. Students who wish to in the area of technical theatre must prepare a portfolio that illustrates his or her expertise in technical theatre. Recommended content includes renderings, sketches, models, and/or illustrations of scenic or costume designs; light plots of shows designed; draftings, blueprints, and/or photographs of scenery or costumes designed/constructed; and other evidence of technical theatre and design work. If you have had drafting, technical drawing, and/or visual art courses, include examples of work from those courses in your portfolio. If you are interested in stage management, publicity, or theatre administration, include production journals with your portfolio. The presentation to the representatives should be a concise explanation of the portfolio, not to exceed five minutes.
